Civil Orders WaEonse

Section 44(4)

‘it Is a defence to a charge of an offence against
this section if it is proved that the dog was at the
time of the offence being genuinely used in the
reasonable defence of a person or property, or for
droving or removing an animal found trespassing’
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Section 86

1t is a defence to a charge of an offence against this Act if it is
proved —

(a) thatthe offence was not committed intentionally and did
not result from any failure on the part of the defendant to
take reasonable care to avoid the commission of the
offence; or

(b) if the offence involves a dog — that the dog was at the time
of the alleged offence in the possession or control of

another person without the defendant’s consent.’
